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Comberton Pond Working Group
The Comberton Pond Working group have been working hard over the
last few months to make progress on the renovation of our pond. The
latest updates are as follows:

• An Environmental Survey is taking place beginning of December.

• Quotes have been received for clearing the overgrown vegetation,
removing the build-up of silt and the island. A decision will be made
on which company to use at the next Parish Council Meeting in
December.

• Work is to be carried out in the winter months between December
and end of February, when there is no chance of nesting taking
place.

• There is still discussion about what sort of liner is needed to replace
the damaged clay puddling. This will be decided once the base of
the pond is visible.

• An application for funding has been made to The National Lottery
Community Funding and we hope this is going to be successful.

• Investigations are taking place into the water flow into the pond. The
main source of water is an underground pipe from the top of Green
End (west side of the road) to the pond, northwest corner, running
behind the houses. There may well be blockages at some point,
restricting the flow.

We would really appreciate your help! Do you have any
information connected with the location of the underground pipe in
Green End, manhole covers, changes made by building work and
history relating to this pipe and the pond?
