Now the weather is improving, I am looking forward to getting out and
about in the villages of South Cambridgeshire more. This will be my
first summer as MP without Covid restrictions.

I expect you are all looking forward to the Platinum Jubilee and I know
there are detailed plans for the Comberton Celebration Festival. Whilst
I won’t be able to attend myself, I certainly look forward to seeing
pictures of the events.

The Platinum Jubilee in June is a tremendous reminder of Her
Majesty’s tireless service. The Queen is an inspiration for all of us in
public service. Events like this serve as an opportunity to reflect upon
the last seventy years. The Queen has served through a tumultuous
period of history. She has served as a constant in a time of rapid
change. This has certainly been the case in South Cambridgeshire.

Even in the Queen’s long reign, the last three years have been
unprecedented. First with the Covid pandemic and then with Russian
invasion of Ukraine.

Since 1952, South Cambridgeshire has transformed into one of the
foremost areas for life science in Europe. That means that when Covid
struck, South Cambridgeshire was invaluable in the fight against
Covid.
