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Out and About / Eddington
In 2010 The University of Cambridge started to build a new community.
The project was named Eddington, after the Cambridge Astronomer Sir
Arthur Eddington whose work helped to prove the theory of general
relativity.
There are some very interesting works of art to admire. A two storey
tower was created by the artistsWolfgang Winter and Berthold Hörbelt.
It is called Fata Morgana Teahouse. The name is derived from a type of
mirage called a Fata Morgana, where objects on the distant horizon
may appear above the horizon (for example, boats may appear to hover
in the air) or may appear stretched out (for example, mountains may
appear columnar and elongated).

It is made of steel mesh. You can climb the
stairs and have a great view of the pond
where you can see the swans and other
wildlife.
The other piece of art of work is the Pixel
Wall; this is a 15 metre curved screen made
of polished steel squares, an amazing piece
of art.
As you walk around Eddington you will also
come across the veteran oak tree which is
believed to be over 400 years old.

Beating the Bounds

How well do you know Comberton village? Perhaps you have never
been up the hill to check out the village church. Until the 20th century,
village people knew it well. They went to church and big trouble if they
did not!
They would also gather once a year on a particular Sunday in May to
walk the boundary of the Parish. Why would they do that?
Long before Robert Peel proposed in Parliament that there should be a
Police Force in London, each parish in the land was responsible for its
own law-keeping, its own people. Long before ‘county lines’, it was vital
that all residents knew the boundaries of their own parish. How would
they learn this? What better way than to have all the school-age
children walk the boundary of their own parish every year.
Back then, when the Squire wanted to flush out some game birds for a
‘shoot’, his game-keeper would gather some ‘beaters’. Local people
were organised to walk line-abreast across the fields to flush out
pheasants and partridges. Their reward, apart from walking on private
land, was a snack. Hungry times!
So, on Rogation Sunday each year the villagers, and especially school
children, were gathered for what came to be known as ‘Beating the
Bounds’!
Knowing the Parish Boundaries was combined with another important
purpose. The Vicar would ask for the Lord’s blessing on the growth of
the year’s crops, in the hope that the harvest would be bountiful.
Rogation Sunday this year is Sunday May 10th. For the third year, the
Friends are organising an afternoon ‘Beating the Bounds’. In 2022 we
produced some great guide booklets, thanks especially to Paul Hardy
and Brian McCabe. You can choose a shorter or a longer walk and
return to St Mary’s for tea and biscuits. Why not come and join us?
Better still, make it a family outing! Details will follow in the May edition
of Contact with excerpts of the guide books to get you excited!
