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July Health Coach Corner
Hydration: Small Sips, Big Benefits

As we move, hopefully, into warmer summer days, it is a good time to
think about hydration. Drinking enough fluid helps the body regulate
temperature, supports digestion, may assist with weight management,
maintains energy levels, protects joints, and keeps the brain working
well. Even mild dehydration can leave us feeling tired, head-achy, dizzy,
or less able to concentrate.

Hydration is not just about water. We also need minerals and
electrolytes, such as sodium, potassium, magnesium, and calcium,
which help maintain fluid balance and support muscle and nerve
function. Most people get enough electrolytes through a balanced diet,
but on very hot days, during iliness, after prolonged sweating, or when
following a minimally processed food diet, a little extra attention may be
helpful.

The general guideline for adults is approximately 1.2 to 1.5 litres, with
active adults often requiring nearer to 2 litres or more.

A useful everyday check is urine colour: aim for pale straw or pale
yellow. Darker urine can be a sign that you may need to drink more.

Water is the best option. If using other sources of fluid, consider the
caffeine content. In particular, after midday, | suggest using caffeine-free
options such as rooibos tea, peppermint tea, fruit teas, or herbal teas,
which can also be enjoyed iced on hotter days.

For hydration purposes, fluid is best consumed gradually over a longer
period rather than in one large amount. Aim to have small, regular
drinks throughout the day. Keeping a drink close by can help with this.
Keep hydrated. Your body will thank you.

How Did Comberton Twinning Start?

As | write this the French group from Le Vaudreuil are wandering around
the village on a sunny May day. Trips back and forth have been
happening for more than 25 years. So how did it all start?

Malcolm Wright got the idea when playing golf whilst on holiday. His
playing opponents told him that their village was twinned with a place in
France. What a good idea, he thought. When he returned home, he
contacted the Parish Council who pointed him in the direction of the
Local Government International Bureau (LGIB) who keep records of all
places who are twinned and those seeking twinning partners. From
these details an impromptu committee considered places of similar size
in France, not too far away and close to a university city. Le Vaudreuil
fitted this description. Rouen in Normandy is about 15 miles away and is
an interesting city with a university, a beautiful cathedral, a museum and
is famous for the imprisonment and execution of Joan of Arc. Monet's
Garden is also fairly close.

Malcolm & Nerys with friends Brenda & Ivan Brown visited Le Vaudreuil
and liked what they saw. They left contact details at the Mayor's office
and soon after a phone call was received and a visit of a small group to
Comberton from Le Vaudreuil including the Mayor was arranged. At the
end of their visit the decision to twin was taken. A Twinning Charter was
drawn up and signed at a Twinning Ceremony at the Village College in
September 1999. A reciprocal ceremony was held in Le Vaudreuil the
following May. Since then, regular visits each year have been held.
These have continued and survived Brexit and Covid. The Associations
in each village remain as strong as ever.

On standing down as Chairman of our Twinning Association, Malcolm
was made an Honorary Citizen of Le Vaudreuil.
